DAY 4
Experience the beauty of the Fraser Valley.

1. On the way, stop at the Burnaby Village Museum. 
This 4 hectare open air museum features a village, 
a farm house and a 1912 carousel. Demonstrations, 
exhibits and displays reveal life as it was in Burnaby in 
the 1920s. Special guided Museum tours and other staff-
led Museum programs are available for a groupõs speciþc 
needs on an advanced request basis.

Drive east and merge onto Trans Canada Hwy E 1. Take Exit 
33 toward New Westminster, turn right onto Kensington Ave, 
then left onto Canada Way and right onto Deer Lake Ave. 
Travel Time: 20 min, 18 km. Visit Time: 2 hours

2. Recently designated a National Historic Site, the 
Power House at Stave Falls offers an exciting all-
ages experience, with interactive games and historic 
displays that tell the story of how power helped to 
build this province. The Power House is fully wheelchair 
accessible.

Merge onto Trans Canada Hwy E  and take exit 44. Turn left 
onto Dewdney Trunk. Travel Time: 1 hour, 50 km. Visit Time:1 
hour

Option 1:
1. Overnight in Abbotsford and ÿy out of Abbotsford 
International Airport.

Accessible overnights:  
Ramada Inn & Conference Centre (Level 3)

Drive south and turn left onto Lougheed Hwy E, then turn left 
onto Provincial Route 11 S.. Merge onto Trans Canada Hwy 
E, and take Exit 95. Turn left onto Whatcom Rd. and left onto 
N Parallel Rd. Travel Time: 50min, 38 km

Option 2: 
1. Head back and overnight in Richmond. Fly out of 
Vancouver International Airport.

Drive back and merge onto Trans Canada Hwy W. Take Exit 
66 toward Langley, then follow Provincial Route  10. Merge 
onto Hwy 99 N and take Exit 33, toward Richmond. Travel 
Time: 1hour, 68 km.

DAY 1
1. Start your trip in Richmond. Visit one of BCõs few 
historically intact canneries. Located in Historic Steveston 
Village, the Gulf of Georgia Cannery commemorates 
the exciting history of the West Coast þshing industry. 
The Cannery is fully wheelchair accessible. Those with 
visual impairment will þnd audio stations throughout the 
exhibits.

Drive south from Vancouver International Airport, follow No 2 
Road to Steveston Hwy. Then turn right, and turn left on No 1 
Road. Travel Time: 20 min, 14km. Visit Time: 1hour 20 min.

2. Enjoy some famous þsh & chips on Steveston 
Villageõs Pier.

Travel Time: 5 min. Visit Time: 1hour.

3. Groups of shopping malls and restaurants all within 
walking distance from each other, are what you will þnd 
at the Richmondõs Golden Village. They provide a 
sensory extravaganza of Asian Culture. Enjoy a taste of 
bubble tea while you stroll these bargain shops.

Follow No 1 Road North, turn right onto Steveston Hwy and 
right onto No 3 Rd North to The Golden Village.  Travel Time: 
20 min, 12 km. Visit Time: 1 hour 30 min.

4. Experience the thrill and exhilaration of 24-hour 
gambling at the River Rock Casino Resort or take 
a casual stroll on the fully landscaped boardwalk and 
through the bird sanctuary. The Casino and its walk are 
easily accessible for people with disabilities.

Follow No 3 Road North, and turn right onto River Rd. Travel 
Time: 5 min, 4 km. Visit Time: 1 hour.

DAY 2 
Choose from a wide range of accessibility attractions in 
Vancouver and enjoy your day sightseeing.

1. At the University of British Columbia, The Museum 
of Anthropology is acclaimed for its spectacular 
architecture and unique setting on the cliffs of Point Grey. 
Carved þgures, scale sculptures from the Northwest 
Coast & collections from First Nations in BC are some 
of the exhibits proposed at the Museum. The Museum is 
wheelchair accessible. 

From Downtown Richmond, take Hwy 99 North, then after 
Oak Street Bridge, follow Southwest Marine Drive West to 
UBC.  Travel Time: 40 min, 24 km. Visit Time: 1 hour 20 min.

2. The spectacular 55-acre VanDusen Botanical 
Garden in the heart of Vancouver contains plants 
assembled from every corner of the globe. The garden is 
wheelchair accessible. 

Drive back on Southwest Marine Drive toward 41st Street 
West. Follow it until Oak Street and turn left. Travel Time: 20 
min, 12 km. Visit Time: 1 hour 30 min.

3. Located in the heart of Vancouverõs Chinatown, 
behind white washed walls, you cross the threshold 
into the intimate enclave of the þrst full scale Ming 
Dynasty style garden built outside of China, you will þnd 
Dr. Sun Yat-Sen Garden. Itõs tranquil ponds, natural 
rock sculptures, and courtyards create an environment 
which is harmonious and peaceful. NOTE: The Garden 
has gravel pathways through the gardens, rocky steps to 
access some ponds, and some ramped bridges. 

From UBC, follow Chancellor Blvd. Turn left onto Burrard 
Street and turn right onto Paciþc Street. Turn left onto Carrel 
St.. Travel Time: 20 min, 12km. Visit Time: 35 min.

4. For a 360Á degree view of  Vancouver, the North 
Shore, and Burnaby, visit The Lookout! observation 
deck at Harbour Centre Tower. The observation desk 
is easily accessible by two lifts. Free tours are every hour 
highlighting  Vancouver sites visible from the top ð including 
interesting facts. The best way to get to know Vancouver. 
 
Start out going north on Carrell St, then turn left onto W Hastings 
St, follow it until Seymour St. .Travel  Time: 2 min.  Visit Time: 1 hour. 
 
5. Acrobatic dolphins, curious belugas and colourful 
rainbows of tropical þsh are just some of the nearly 
60,000 animals youõll encounter at the Vancouver 
Aquarium, an extraordinary nature center. The 
Aquarium is easily accessible for wheelchairs.  
 
Follow W Hastings St toward Burrard St, turn left on it and 
right onto  W Pender St.. Merge onto Georgia Street. Follow 
the road for approx. 500m and turn right into Stanley Park. 
Travel Time: 5 min. Visit Time: 1 hour 30 min.

6. Step aboard one of our old-fashioned horse-drawn 
vehicles of Stanley Park Horse-Drawn Tours and 
meander in comfort through the natural beauty of the 
thousand acre park. A professional guide fully narrates 
the tour. All the buses and carriages are easily accessible 
for people with disabilities. 

Drive back for approx. 300m. Travel Time: 5 min. Visit Time: 
1 hour.

DAY 3 
Enjoy the North Shore of Vancouver.

1. Visit Maplewood Farm for a unique experience, 
incorporating enjoyment, education and a recollection 
of the rural heritage of this pastoral 5 acre setting. You 
could go close to the animals and pet them. The farm 
ground is easy accessible. 

From Downtown Vancouver, drive east and merge onto Trans 
Canada Hwy 1. Take Exit 23B toward Dollarton Hwy and 
turn left onto Seymour River Pl.. Travel Time: 20 min, 10 km. 
Visit Time: 45 min.

2.  Ride one mile aboard the Super Skyride to the 
top of Grouse Mountain. Visit the Grouse Mountain 
Wildlife Refuge, home to two orphaned grizzly bears. 
Or take in lumberjack show, one of many activities to 
enjoy at Grouse Mountain. The Skyride can þt up to four 
wheelchairs.

Drive back and merge onto Trans Canada Hwy 1. Take Exit 
14 and turn right onto Capilano Rd. Travel Time: 20 min, 14 
km. Visit Time: 2 hours

3. Walk across the Capilano Suspension Bridge, high 
above the Capilano River. Tours include a guided history 
by a turn-of-the-century costumed tour guide, guided 
nature and garden walks and native totem pole carving. 
NOTE: The bridge is not accessible for wheelchairs or 
people with vision disabilities. However you can stay in 
the Park, enjoying the Totem Park, the Big House, or the 
Living Forest.
